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Scholarship of Engagement Faculty Grant

2011-2012 Request for Proposals (RFP)

Eligibility: Full-time or adjunct faculty from all disciplines at Colorado Campus Compact (CCC) member campuses are eligible to apply.

Grant Overview: The Scholarship of Engagement (SOE) Faculty Grant program funds the development and implementation of academic courses, community based research projects, or professional service activities that engage faculty and students in the community. SOE grants support reciprocal partnerships between institutions of higher education and the community, strengthen student learning, increase the institutionalization of service-learning, and enhance faculty professional development. 
Projects must focus on one two areas:

•
Teaching:


Design a new course or revise an existing course with a community partner agency to include a service-learning component.  

•
Research:


Develop and initiate a community based research project related to his/her discipline that addresses a community issue and advances the field of engagement.  

Availability: Five grants of $750 each are available for the 2011-2012 academic year. Institutions are required to match at least $250 in cash or in-kind. Two will be awarded in the Fall competition and three will be awarded in the Spring. 
Timeline: Grant applications for the Fall competition are due September 21, 2011 by 5pm. Applicants will be notified of their acceptance via e-mail on September 30, 2011. Grant applications for the Spring competition are due January 25, 2012. Applicants will be notified of their acceptance on February 3, 2012. All funds must be expended by June 30, 2012.

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Terms/Conditions

· Project Director refers to the faculty member who is responsible for the creation and implementation of the project. The Project Director serves as the manager of the course/research/professional service.
· Allowable Grant Costs: Examples of allowable costs include a faculty stipend to support course or project development and implementation OR faculty re-assigned time. Additional allowable costs include the direct costs associated with the development or implementation of the project such as printing and postage, site visit travel, and related conference fees. If there is a question regarding whether a particular expense is an allowable cost, please contact CCC.  

· Non-allowable Grant Costs: Grant funds cannot be used for indirect costs; items of durable equipment costing more than $100 (unless pre-approved by CCC); payment for participants to do service; fundraising activities; entertainment costs (e.g. tickets to recreational events, ball games, zoos, etc.); clothing such as T-shirts or hats; or cash incentives.

· Funded project profiles will be posted on the Colorado Campus Compact website. Please note the permission box on the Proposal Title Page regarding the inclusion of an email address with a project profile. 
· Reporting Requirements: The Project Director must submit a written reflection (three to five pages, double-spaced) that addresses the project’s observed impacts as compared to intended impacts, successes and challenges, and its effect, if any, on the Project Director’s willingness and ability to implement future service/community-based initiatives.

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Proposal Components

1. Abstract: Briefly describe the proposed project (double-spaced, not to exceed one page).

2. Project narrative: Use the following outline (double-spaced, not to exceed 5 pages).  

a. Design: Describe the proposed project, as it relates to one of the following three focus areas, clearly addressing the issues listed in the area below that will be the focus of the project: 

· Teaching: Include a summary of the learning objectives of the course. Describe the service activities in which students will be involved. Provide a clear rationale for why this service should be integrated into the course. Describe the reflection activities you will structure to clearly link the service experience with the learning objectives of the course. Provide evidence for the sustainability of the course after the grant period ends.

· Research: Describe the community based research project which you will implement.  Provide a context for the project (i.e., community issue or issue within the field of service-learning). Describe how the project relates to your discipline and how it might be integrated into your teaching and professional service or inform future research. Provide evidence for the sustainability of the project, should it extend beyond the grant period. Describe how the results of your research will be communicated.
b. Impact: Discuss the potential impact this project will have on at least two of the following: 

· Student learning
· Furthering institutional and departmental institutionalization of

service learning and community engagement
· Addressing community issues 

· Advancing the field of community engagement and service-learning as a 

pedagogy of engagement 

· Advancing your professional development and scholarship
c. Community Partnership: Describe the community partnerships, including the role of community representatives, in the design and implementation of the project.
d. Institutionalization: Outline the goal to increase the visibility of institutionalizing service-learning at your institution during the grant term that could lead to a sustainable effort of increasing faculty involvement in the pedagogy of engagement. 

3. Timeline: The implementation timeline should indicate target dates for completion of project activities, as well as other details pertinent to the project.

4. Letter of support: One letter of support is required. All applicants must include a letter of support from the community agency that will serve as a partner and will benefit from the project. Additional letters of support are encouraged.  

5. Budget: Each applicant may apply for a grant of up to $750. The institution must provide a minimum cash or in-kind match of $250. Match must come from the institution and not a community partner or other source. Include a line item budget indicating how both grant and match funds are to be expended with a short narrative that explains the calculation of line item amounts.
